Your choices will apply to everyone on your account.

Definitions

Affiliates Companies related by common ownership or control. They can be financial and nonfinancial companies:
o Qur affiliates include financial institutions, insurance agencies, title companies, mortgage companies, securities broker-dealers, and trust companies.

Nonaffiliates Companies not related by common ownership or control. They can be financial and nonfinancial companies.
o Nonaffiliates we share with can include service providers, insurance agents, retailers, credit card marketing companies, and nonprofit organizations.

Joint marketing | Aformal agreement between nonaffliated financial companies that together market financial products or services to you.
o Qur joint marketing partners include card associations and other financial institutions.

Other important information

Vermont: We will not share information about your creditworthiness with our affiliates and will not share your personal information, financial information, credit report
information, or health information with nonaffiliated third parties to market to you, other than as permitted by Vermont law, unless you authorize us to do so. For joint
marketing, we will only share your name, contact information, and information about our transactions and experiences with you. Additional information concerning our
privacy policies can be found at www.fnbo.com/privacy or by calling 800-362-5357.
